“Exports will be about 24 million to 25 million tons,” he said today
in the southern Russian city of Stavropol. “After that, we will
Introduce certain restrictions not to leave the country without
bread and to have reserves. Those who export should hear today
that they should not sign excessive contracts for exports.”

China on wheat buying spree, grain imports
to climb

October 26, 2011

In addition to buying US corn in recent weeks, China's purchase of
500,000 tonnes of low-grade Australian wheat in the last two
weeks - indicates Beijing's move to stock up grains.

A Singapore-based trader who confirmed the deals said Australian
standard wheat was traded to China at $275-$280 a tonne,
including cost and freight.

This compares with US corn estimated at around $325 a tonne,
C&F, into China.
